Art link: How can we explore 3D materials Music links: Down there under the sea. Play a call-and-response phrase comprising a short stepping tune (C-DE) and sea effects on percussion instruments. It’s oh so quiet! Improvise music with different instruments following a conductor and compose music based on characters and stories developed through listening to Beethoven’s 5th symphony.
